HOMEWORK:

Homework will be given EVERY night.  Homework grades will be based on effort and completion.  The agenda will be posted on the board each day to let you know what we will be doing in class and what your assignment will be for homework.   I encourage students to record this assignment in their agenda sometime during the class period.  The best time to do this is at the beginning of class when you finish your warm up or at the end when packing up.  I further encourage parents to check the agenda to see that the assignments are written down.  Students are expected to complete homework assignments when assigned to stay on track with class.  No late homework will be accepted.  


*Because I care about you and your success in my class, extra credit opportunities will be available, usually one per six weeks.  You will also be able to do retakes on quizzes or test that the score is below a 70.  You have up to 5 days after the grade is received to do the retake.  No retake will be allowed after this time. 
MAKE-UP WORK:

Attendance is very important!  The more you are here, the more knowledge you attain.  The more knowledge you attain, the greater your chances of reaching the BIG GOAL!  However, I understand that things come up and that you may have to miss a day from school.  If you miss class, it is YOUR responsibility to seek the knowledge that you miss and to make-up any assignments.  10 points will be deducted for each school day an assignment is late.
